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ABSTRACT

The detection performances, in this paper, are derived according to combination of the multiband GNSS
signals in broadband jamming environments. The detection probabilities depending on the false alarm
probabilities are derived and presented via Monte-Carlo simulation under the assumption as follows: the GNSS

signals are perfectly orthogonal and simultaneously received by the receiver using non-coherent correlation.
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
